   No not the real one but the life size recreation one in Williamstown. KY.  It was taller than a 45 feet 
four-story building.  The length of 450 feet is about 1.25 football fields long.  The width was 75 feet.  This 
makes the total volume of the Ark 1.5 million cubic feet or 17 Olympic size swimming pools.  It was about 
half the size of the Titanic.

   Inside they had three floors each with interactive displays.  They showed the different kinds of animals 
which numbered about 65,000.  They ranged from bugs to baby dinosaurs, from birds to giraffes. They 
showed how Noah kept, feed and removed the animal waste.  They showed the living quarters of Noah 
and his family and their daily routines.  
 
   They explained how the flood can be proven scientifically and showed the effects the flood had on the 
earth and atmosphere.  They explained the generations and migration after the flood.  They showed the 
records of a great flood in historical and other religious records. 
 
  It was truly an amazing, educational and spiritual experience.  It is a must-see place.  They did a lot of 
research from the Bible and other records on how things could have been done.  We would be happy to 
share our pictures with you.
